open up ‘to serious public analysis and dis-
cussion the implications of reform and the
formidable difficulties of policy which are
often involved’. The pamphlet on ‘The
Future of Marriage’ shows how formidable
and sensitive these questions are.

® handicap law. In the last issue of Reform,
mention was made of the introduction of
the South Australian Handicapped Persons
Equal Opportunities Bill 1981, upon the
initiative of SA Attorney-General Trevor
Griffin. That Bill is still before the SA Par-
liament. Meanwhile, on 25 March 1981,
the New South Wales Parliament com-
pleted passage of extensive amendments to
the NSW Antidiscrimination Act 1977.
These amendments add a new ground of
discrimination ‘on the basis of physical
impairment’. Discrimination against a han-
dicapped person on the ground of his or her
physical impairment becomes unlawful in
areas of employment, education, accom-
modation, registered clubs and the provi-
sion of goods and services. New South
Wales thus becomes the first Australian
State to pass legislation rendering dis-
crimination against handicapped persons
unlawful in the main areas of public life.
The legislation came into effect on 22 April
1981. President of the Anti-Discrimination
Board of NSW, Mr. Paul Stein, said that he
hoped that most problems arising under
the legislation could be solved by concilia-
tion. The NSW Anti-Discrimination Board
proposes to issue a report, ‘Discrimination
and Intellectual Handicaps’ later in 1981.
Meanwhile, the report of the South Austra-
lian committee chaired by Sir Charles
Bright on the subject of Discrimination and
Mental Handicaps has been presented to
SA Attorney-General Griffin. The report
contains a major review of discrimination
against the mentally ill and mentally
retarded persons. It proposes numerous
legislative and administrative changes.
