A reference to review and sim­
plify the Copyright Act 1968 has 
been made available to The Law 
Society's members for comments.

Justice Minister Duncan Kerr has 
asked the Copyright Law Review 
Committee (CLRC) to conduct a 
wide-ranging and detailed inquiry 
into the Act.

The committee is required to re­
port upon certain matters by Febru­
ary 29,1996, and upon the remainder 
of matters by November 30, 1997.

The impetus for this review has 
been the concern expressed that it 
had become unnecessarily complex.

It will consult widely for this ex­
ercise and encourages all interested 
parties to contact the secretariat as 
soon as possible.

The committee has prepared this 
document for the assistance of inter­
ested parties.

More specific questions concern­
ing the work of the committee should 
be directed to the secretariat.

The committee requests that sub­
missions be made by Monday, Sep­
tember 4, 1995.
