In 1947 Fred Gramp planted atreeona
hill high above his families winery, the
now renowned Jacobs Creek. The tree a
Morton Bay fig was planted to commemo-
rate the winery’s 100th Anniversary.

It stands today a silent sentinel of all
that has passed over the past 51 years. It
has seen the vineyards expand and the
winery develop.

Now Orlando has launched a beautiful
richly flavoured Shiraznamed Centenary
Hill. This single vineyard Shiraz made
from fruit sourced from the nearby Koch
vineyard, is a luscious and powerful ex-
ample of Barossa Shiraz.

The inaugural release of this new flag-
ship label, is the essence of a Barossa
wine. The endresult of treatment compa-
rable to the attention given to the prepa-

~ ration of a champion racehorse.

The grapes were drawn from the one
Barossa vineyard and picked at the opti-
mummoment of an excellentyear, yield-
ing the peak ripeness and flavour. The
young wine was matured for more thana
year in American oak hogsheads and
each barrel was individually assessed
andany judged notup the exacting stand-
ardrequired of a new flagship label were
culled. The wine was then bottled and
held in Orlando’s Barossa cellars for a
further 2 years.

Orlando winemakers decided that the
company needed a premium Barossa
Shiraz as none had been produced since
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1978. The winemakers regard this new
wine fromthe 1994 vintage as thebest of
the best.

There is only one problem, because it
has been produced from a single vine-
yard supply is limited, however the wine
will notbe exported for some time so all
the stock will be available in Australia.
