Helping new company 
officers

In a new move to help small busi­
nesses through out Australia, the ASC 
will now be writing to all new com­
pany officers as they are appointed to 
help them understand their legal obli­
gations.

Each new company officer will be 
given a copy of the ASC’s Checklist 
for Newly Incorporated Companies. 
They will be advised that they can visit 
the ASC web site at www.asc.gov.au 
and download useful information 
sheets and brochures from there. They 
will also be offered the opportunity to 
familiarise themselves with the re­
sponsibilities of their new role through 
the ASC's Company Directors’ Sur­
vival Kit and Company Essentials bro­
chures.

They will also be reminded of the 
necessity to lodge annual returns on 
time.
Improving access to capital 

for small business
ASC is helping small business by 

moving to free up access to private

investment capital. This new initiative 
means that the capital needs of a 
business (under $5 million) may be 
advertised in publications operated by 
business introduction services with­
out the need and cost of issuing a 
prospectus.

What is the new initiative 
for capital raising?

• Business introduction or business 
marching services bring potential 
investors in touch with businesses 
wanting to raise capital. This ini­
tiative allows people who are want­
ing to raise capital or to sell their 
interest in a business through an 
introduction services to do so.

• Some restrictions and guidelines 
apply. The business introduction 
service operator will help you un­
derstand them.
What to look out for

• Small business operators need good 
advice from their accountants and 
lawyers to ensure their business is 
ready for outside investment.

• Both the investor and the business 
operator need independent profes­

sional advice before entering into 
any arrangments for the capital 
raising.

• Introduction services and busi­
nesses wanting to operate under 
this initiative must comply with the 
conditions that we consider pro­
tect investors. The service must 
advise the ASC that they are oper­
ating. It is possible to check to see 
if they have done this by doing a 
search of the service's operator on 
the ASC database.
