SPECIAL LIBRARIES SECTION 
(WA GROUP)

Report of meetings for 1982: Eight meet­
ings were held during 1982, with those on 
ABN/WALN held early in the year, 'Not 
Enough Staff . . held May ’82, and the Par­
liamentary Library and Access to WA 
Government Publications held in June 1982, 
reported earlier. The following meetings con­
cluded a busy and informative year for the 
Group:

Computer based indexing system for 
photographs, August 3: Woodside Offshore 
Petroleum Information Services again 
showed itself a leader in special librarian- 
ship. The innovative system shown for index­
ing photographs and other a-v material was 
impressive. It was easy to understand and 
had possibilities for implementation else­
where, including conversion to a manual sys­
tem — no mean feat in this age of 
technology!

A delightful evening with the accent on 
fun was held on August 17. Two films 'Will 
You Answer Me True?’ starring John Cleese, 
and 'The Tennis Match’ provided excellent 
comedy as well as some telling points about 
different aspects of people at work.

Department of Education, W.J. Rooney 
Library and Information Analysis Centre, 
September 22: This meeting took place at 
the space-age look premises of the WA De­
partment of Education. Discussion included 
the problem of moving a library that is part 
of a large organisation, and consequently 
some unique features of libraries which tend 
to be ignored by planners. The products of

the Centre drew envious sighs from people 
who could not produce such excellent in­
house information dissemination services.

WAIT/Special Libraries Section Joint 
Seminar: October 30 saw the culmination of 
a unique venture for WA Special Libraries 
with problems and with neither time nor 
staff to attend to them. Some Library Stud­
ies students at WAIT undertook the study of 
three such problems: implementation of com­
puterisation; circulation system; and the eval­
uation of a new cataloguing system. The 
students presented their results at this semi­
nar, and 'host’ librarians commented on the 
usefulness of the students’ work. It is hoped 
that the project will be run again next year.

Annual General Meeting and WALN, No­
vember 24: President Bruce Bott summar­
ised our activities for the year and 
introduced the new Committee. The year 
then ended the way it started with further 
discussion on the WA Library Network by Mr 
Tony Barley, representative from the State 
Government. Those present were delighted 
to note that much progress had been made.

Sue Keyes presented a most interesting in­
troduction to the newly created water data­
base, Streamline. Streamline, mounted on 
Austinet, is currently a trial database with 
approximately 130 records. Streamline aims 
to cover Australian information relating to all 
aspects of water and wastewater. The bring­
ing together of nationwide information on 
such an important natural resource can be 
seen to be of great importance. It is antici­
pated that the file will cost $50/hour to 
search.

WA Cadetship 
scheme ends
AS IT IS considered to have outlived its use 
fulness, the Cadetship Scheme for librarian* 
has been abolished by the Library Board o: 
Western Australia.

Cadets were first employed by the Board ir 
1971, and used to spend the first year of theii 
appointment working at the Board, befon 
studying full time at the WA Institute o: 
Technology.

Semester breaks were spent working in th< 
different divisions of the board. On gradua 
tion the cadets had a moral obligation 
though no legal commitment, to return to th< 
service of the Board.

Changes in the social and economic condi 
tions in Australia and the firm establishmen 
of under-graduate and post-graduate course: 
at WAIT led to the reassessment of th< 
scheme, which is now seen as limiting th< 
number of positions available to graduates.

The cost of producing a cadet was $22,421 
in 1977 and has now risen to $36,122. It wa: 
originally anticipated that the cost would b< 
offset by the service returned by the cadet ii 
the first three years of an intial post-gradu 
ate appointment, but this has not been th< 
case, with several cadets leaving during o 
immediately after completing their studies.
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
