National Wage Case April 1985

A full bench of the Australian Commission
awarded a 2.6% wage rise to workers covered
by Federal Awards on April 3, 1985. The rise
is calculated to cover movements in the Con-
sumer Price Index in the September-Decem-
ber quarter of 1984, with a negative
movement in the Index during 1984.

The 2.6% increase is effective from the be-
ginning of the first pay period to commence
on or after April 6, 1985.

Library and Information Staff
Union seeks Award

The Library and Information Staff Union
which covers librarians and library techni-
cians employed in private enterprise libraries
in NSW lodged a log of claims for its first
award on April 11, 1985. The first hearing of
the case occurred on April 26, 1985. The next
hearing has been set down for July 19, 1985.

Classification Review of library
positions in the South Australian
Public Service

The South Australian Public Service board has
released Proposed Classification Standards
for the Library Services Employment Cate-
gory in the South Australian Public Service.
The LAA has held discussions with members
in South Australia who are affected by this
review and has sent a submission to the South
Australian Public Service Board. A meeting
with the Board is scheduled for May 1, 1985.

Proposal

The Professional Officers Association (POA)
has circulated a 5-level restructuring pro-
posal for librarian positions in the Australian
Public Service, to the Public Service Board.

This paper was deliv-
ered at the ‘Serials After 1984’ pre-
conference seminar in Brisbane, and gen-
erated considerable interest.

Diana Killen from ACI will speak on the
Dobis Libis system, a bureau system as the
alternative.

¢ A representative from the State Library of
Queensland, who are operating the Oracle
System, will speak about installing and
operating an automated serials system
from the library’s point of view.

e Andrew Clark, Cataloguing Librarian at
the CCAE, will discuss the impact of cur-
rent cataloguing of serials on an auto-
mated system.

The seminar will also be a useful precursor

to that to be offered by Kuring-gai CAE in
Canberra and Adelaide later this year.
