It is the first time that two H.C.L. Ander-
on Awards have been given in the same year.
n doing so, Council warmly acknowledged

e special merits of the two nominees.

Mr Jim Dwyer is well known for his exten-
ive contribution to the field of school librar-

nship and in particular for his expertise in

e areas of joint libraries and networking in
chool libraries. His involvement with schools
)egan as a teacher in Melbourne, Hobart and
’erth. He later worked as a librarian in the
National Library and the Canberra Public
Aibrary Service, reaching the position of
deputy Public Librarian and Acting Public
Abrarian.

In 1964 he was appointed to the position of
upervisor of the School Libraries Branch of

e South Australian Department of Educa-
on. Under his guidance the school commu-
ity library movement has flourished in
South Australia.

Mr Dwyer has travelled extensively over-
eas to develop his expertise at an interna-
onal level. He has contributed to many sem-

ars and journals on the subject of school li-
rarianship. In 1978 the Schools Commission

vited him to undertake a three-month sur-
ey of Australian school/community libraries.
n 1981 he became a member of the Joint Use
Abraries Evaluation Committee established
y the Soutl'gAustralian Departments of Edu-
ation and L overnment and was largely
esponsible for the report produced by this
ommittee. In late 1981 he became a member
f the National Joint Use Libraries Review
Jommittee established by the Schools Com-
nission.

Mr Dwyer was appointed to the South Aus-

alian Library Advisory Committee in 1983
s the nominee of the Minister for Education.

Since 1984 he has been a member of the
Board of Directors of ASCIS (the national
schools automated cataloguing service) first
as Deputy Chairman and later as Chairman.
Thanks, in part, to his enthusiasm and per-
severance, ASCIS is now fully functional with
membership in every state. In 1985 he became
inaugural Convener of the Department of
Education’s Library Resource Curriculum
Committee.

As organiser in South Australia of the As-
sociation’s 50th birthday celebrations, Jim
Dwyer has continued his long-standing in-
volvement with the LAA. He was inaugural
President of the South Australian Group of
the School Libraries Section in 1966-67 and
President of the Association in 1981. In 1982
he was made a Fellow of the LAA.

Professor Jean Whyte has held the pos-
ition of Professor, Graduate School of Librar-
ianship at Monash University since 1975.

Celebrating
with a famous
Australian

imeritus Professor Manning Clark, AC, is to
ive the inaugural Harold White Oration at
he 50th Anniversary celebrations of the
LAA. The Anniversary dinner will be held at
l;g Lakeside Hotel, Canberra on 3 September
987.

Professor Clark was born in Melbourne.
e attended Melbourne Grammar and the
Jniversity of Melbourne, as well as Balliol
Jollege, Oxford. He became professor of Aus-
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tralian History in the School of General Stud-
ies, Australian National University, in 1949.
He has published widely and is best known
for his monumental work, A History of Aus-
tralia. Professor Clark is presently working
on the sixth volume of this work which will be
published later in 1987.

Professor Clark has long been an Austral-
ian library user. He is a familiar face in the
National Library of Australia, and he has
known Harold White, Canberra, and the
National Library, for many years. The
Library Association of Australia is delighted
that he is to give the inaugural Harold White
Oration.

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Mr J.G. Dwyer: . . . well known for his extensive
contribution to the field of school librarianship and
for his expertise in the areas of joint libraries and
networking in school libraries.

Professor Whyte began her career in li-
brarianship at the State Library of South
Australia. She became one of the earliest
people to obtain the Qualifying Certificate of
the then Australian Institute of Librarians
and was awarded a Fulbright Travel Grant to
attend the Graduate Library School at the
University of Chicago.

From 1959-1972 she worked at Sydney Uni-
versity Library where she was appointed to
the position of Associate Librarian (Reader
Services) in 1966. In 1972 she was appointed
Director, Information Resources and Services
at the National Library of Australia, be-
coming one of the first women officers of the
Second Division of the Commonwealth Public
Service.

In 1975 Professor Whyte became Founda-
tion Professor and Chairman of the Graduate
School of Librarianship at Monash Univer-
sity. The Graduate School of Librarianship
introduced a new era in education for librar-
ianship in Australia by concentrating on re-
search and the Master’s degree as a base level
qualification. Under Professor Whyte’s direc-
tion it has become one of the leading schools
of librarianship in Australia, with a well
founded reputation for scholarship and re-
search.

Professor Whyte has had a long associa-
tion with the LAA. She edited the Australian
Library Journal from 1959-71, during which
time it developed into a professional journal
of world class. She also served on the Board
of Examiners and was Chairman of that body
from 1962-63. Her definitive history of the
Australian Institute of Librarians will appear
shortly.

Professor Whyte was a member of the
Council of the National Library of Australia
from 1981 — 1987 and was appointed as a
member of the New State Library Building
Committee in 1985. She has published numer-
ous articles, papers and reviews. As a re-
searcher and writer she has few equals.

Importantly, Jean Whyte has also contrib-
uted to her profession by encouraging young-
er librarians. She has inspired co-workers
and students to work harder for their pro-
fession and to work harder at being profes-
sionals.

Mr Dwyer and Professor Whyte will be pre-
sented with their awards in September during
the LAA 50th Anniversary celebrations in
Canberra.
