A careers book aimed at par-
ents is a novelty, and a useful
one. Warren Mann's Their careers: aguide
for parents is written from the viewpoint
of an 'informed and sensitive parent
(and grandparent)' who has, inciden-
tally, spent a lifetime advising on ca-
reers in schools and universities. Mann
uses a readable mixture of advice, anec-
dote, Tandberg cartoons and case study
to discuss career planning in the context
of secondary and tertiary education. He
writes accessibly and economically (the
book covers a lot of ground in its eighty
pages).

There is also a list of French
naval officers (including La Perouse and
Bougainville) who aided America dur-
ing the Revolution.
