Ask any interlibrary loan offi-

cer, and they will tell you that

ABN isthe place to go for location infor-

mation. However, sometimes ABN has

insufficient locations toservicean inter-

library loan request. Either there are no

locations, or the locations available are
not the most convenient.

If you should find yourself in this
situation, help is at hand in the form of
the Insufficient Locations Project. Re-
port the serial title to the ABN Office,
where it will be searched in the serial
catalogues of major libraries which do
not themselves contribute holdings to
ABN. The ABN Office's collection of
serial catalogues includes those of the
Australian National University,
CLANN, the University of New Eng-
land, the University of Queensland,
Griffith University, James Cook Uni-
versity of North Queensland, the Ca-
pricomia Institute, the Darling Downs
Institute of Advanced Education, the
University of Tasmania and La Trobe
University.

If additional holdings are found,
they are added to ABN under the spe-
cial union catalogue symbol ZNUC. If
no additional holdings are found, the
report is passed on to the National Li-
brary of Australia's selection staff who

consider each title for purchase in ac-
cordance with the National Library's
collection-development policy. Further

The National Library of Australia is
arranging a national seminar in 1990,
the International Year of Literacy.
