ith just over 4 months to go be­
fore Australian Library Week 1990 I'm 
sure State Groups, Branches and those 
interested in library promotion have set 
to work organising events and advertis­
ing for 14-21 October. As you are aware, 
ALIA is developing material for Aus­
tralian Library Week which will in­
clude posters, stickers, balloons, book 
bags and bookmarks all based on the 
theme ‘Libraries for Life’. It is antici­
pated that the material will be available 
by theendof June/early July and will be 
advertised through inCite.

In conjunction with this material 
and events that can be coordinated at 
the national level, such as the opening 
of Library Week and issuing of press 
releases, State Groups may consider 
coordinating the following:

• booking shopping centres for 
the week

• contacting community / local 
press and discussing how they 
could approach the week

• contacting milk vendors — per­
haps booking the community in­
formation panel of the milk car­
ton for the week (or 2 weeks)

• basing with schools and col­
leges to coordinate library tours 
and activities such as visiting 
authors and workshops

• co-ordinating displays such as 
craft work or issues of specific 
interest to the client groups

• liase with local councils ans com­
munity service organisations to 
visit retirement homes/health 
centres etc, or transport these 
people to the library for special 
activities

• contact local businesses to 
discuss shop window displays and 
possible contributions

Dear Editor,
My staff were disappointed to see a 
$500 registration fee for the Perth con­
ference. After all the encouraging words 
last year from the WA Committee after 
the double header in Sydney, we thought 
conference fees might return to a more 
reasonable level.

It seems the decision to upgrade 
the receptions coupled with a very low 
break-even point (less than 1000 regis­
trations) has caused the price hike. 
Considering that a much larger number 
than this attended the first Perth confer­
ence, this seems overly cautious.

While the Association has relied 
for some time on substantial income 
from conferences, it is beginning to 
look like those professional members 
who attend the biennial conference are 
paying substantial subsidies to non-con­
ference goers. This may have been fine 
in the past when most employers paid 
conference expenses but over the past 
10 years a larger and larger proportion 
of conference goers have paid for all or 
part of the conference themselves.

As the first Conference Treasurer 
(Melbourne) to start this pattern of 
substantial profit making from biennial 
conferences, I feel responsible, but I am 
concerned that this profit motive has 
now gone too far. In the beginning 
profits were only accrued from exhibi­
tion space hire.

The Perth conference, as our first 
national conference, may very w'ell be a 
regional conference given the cost of 
travel from the major population centres.

This would be very sad and I am 
sure most disappointing to the hard­
working members in Western Austra­
lia.

As it is too late to change the fee 
now. as an incentive, why not use part 
of the profits to offer a rebate off the 
1990 membership fee for those who 
attended?
