The curriculum vitae 
should be arranged under the 
headings of Present Position, 
Previous Positions and 
Professional Activities. The 
cu rr icu lum  v itae and the 
statement ofconcerns should each 
not be more than 100 words.

Tj HE QUEENSLAND Labor Party has 
recently released copies of its Social 

Platform, which encompasses the Arts, 
including several plicy7 statements about 
libraries.

Ihese are die five pints relating to library 
services:
1. Labor will give priority to die development 

and extension of the Division of the State 
Library7 respnsible for the planning and 
development of librarv services and 
information services tor die public.

2. Labor will request the State Library7 
Authority7 to develop state plans for 
libraries which, after special consultation, 
take into account die needs of all sections 
of the community including migrants, 
Aborigines, teenagers, the aged, the

handicapped, prisoners, die poor, the 
hospitalised and workers.

3. Libor will fund a data network 
computerisation program to create equality 
of access to information on a state-wide 
basis.

4. Libor will work with local authorities to 
ensure diat all public libraries develop 
library plans. These plans will include an 
assessment of local needs, goals and 
objectives, budgets and evaluation 
procedures.

5. Library7 plans are designed to make libraries 
more accountable and relevant to the 
communities they serve.
