Shuttle bus service
From the afternoon o l Sunday 
26  Septem ber to the afternoon o f 
Friday 2 O ctober a free bus service 
has been k ind ly  sponsored by Faxon, 
Geac, General Autom ation and 
Swets.

All o f  these topics, and m an y more, 
w ill be discussed during  the 
Conference. The Program Sub ­
com m ittee has presented us w ith  a 
stim ulating  variety o f sessions and it is 
often go ing to be hard to choose 
between them.

Invited speakers w ill present 
papers on a variety o f issues. O n 
M onday 28 Septem ber, Professor 
Stuart M acintrye, the Flrnest Scott 
Professor o f H istory at the U niversity 
o f M elbourne, w ill speak on Libraries, 
information management and  cultural 
heritage. Professor M acin tyre  has 
w ritten  on British and A ustralian 
history and is currently w orking on a 
history o f  com m unism  in Australia. 
He is a m em ber o f the C ouncils of 
both the N ational L ibrary o f  Australia 
and the State L ibraty of V ictoria and 
regards this involvem ent w ith libraries 
as the best sort o f a busm an ’s holdiay.

Demonstrating information service 
values: linking priorities, benefits and  
performances is the topic o l Dr 
M arianne Broadbent’s paper on the 
sam e day. D r Broadbent is Program 
D irector at the key C entre lor 
Strategic M anagem ent at the 
U niversity o l M elbourne. She has 
undertaken research in the 
inform ation services area on issues like 
the value o l inform ation systems and 
services, inform ation m anagem ent 
education and tra in ing and  the 
alignm ent o l inform ation and 
business strategies.

1 October. Dr G abrielle B aldw in ’s 
paper is entitled Reading wom en: 
gender roles in libraries.
