S tud ies: A cquisition  a n d  C o lle ction  
D ev e lo p m en t f o r  L ibraries  (Lon­
don: M ansell, 19 9 2 )  has been  
awarded a V ery High C om m en­
dation by the Selection Panel for 
the Library Association s Bester- 
man M edal (see review in inC ite  
10, 19 9 2 , p 14). This M edal is 
aw arded annually  for an o u t­
standing guide to the literature  
first published in the U K  during  
the preceding year. C riteria for 
the award include au th ority  o f  
the w ork and quality o f  content, 
accessibility o f  the inform ation,

scope and coverage. The w ork has 
been com mended as ‘yet another 
sensible, useful, trail-blazing and 
interesting volum e from the edi­
tor o f  A ustra lian L ibrary R ev iew  
and an example o f the outcome 
o f the support provided for pub­
lishing at Charles Sturt U niversi­
ty (C entre  for In form ation  
Studies)’.

Past w inners have included  
such luminaries as James Pearson 
for his work on Asian bibliogra­
phy and A  J W alford  o f W alfo rd ’s 
G uide to R efer en ce M ateria l. W e  
understand that 1992  is the first 
time an award has gone to a w in ­
ner in the Antipodes, and it is 
certain ly  the first tim e that a 
w ork on A ustralian studies has 
been so recognised. ■ y ea r

T h o r p e  a n d  I S A  A u s t r a l i a  w i l l  c o o p e r a t e  o n  d e f i n i t i v e  p e r i o d i c a l s  d a t a b a s e

W  T horpe and ISA  A us- 
1 tra lia  have agreed on a 

new cooperative venttire  
to  d eve lo p  the d e fin it iv e  in ­
p rin t periodicals database cover­
ing A ustralia, N ew  Zealand and  
Papua N ew  G uinea.

T h e  A g reem en t w ill c o m ­
bine T h o rp e ’s existing A ustra l­
ia n  P e r i o d i c a l s  in  P r in t  data  
w ith  title  in fo rm a tio n  from  
B risb ane-b ased  ISA , lo n g  re ­
garded as h o ld in g  the  m ost 
com prehensive and u p -to -d ate  
in fo rm ation  on regional p eriod ­
icals available in A ustralia.

T he resulting m erged data­
base, o f  over 12  0 0 0  significant

reg io n a l p erio d ica ls , ran g in g  
from  mass m arket newspapers 
and m agazines, through to eso­
teric yet im p ortan t special in ter­
est seria ls, w ill fo rm  the  
eleventh edition  of P er io d ica ls  in  
P r in t  to be published by T horpe  
in association w ith  ISA early in
1 9 9 4 .

T he data w ill also be in clu d ­
ed in U lr ich s  P lu s , the C D -  
R O M  database o f over 1 7 0  0 0 0  
in te rn a tio n a l period icals fro m  
6 5  0 0 0  com panies. Published in 
the U S A  by Reed R eference  
Publishing, w ith  w hich T h orp e  
is affiliated , this database is used 
as a p rim ary  reference tool by

librarians, researchers and o th er  
in fo rm ation  m anagers in m ore  
than 1 9 7  countries.

T he agreem ent should bene­
fit everyone in the in fo rm ation  
com m unity . T he resulting d ata­
base and its m erging into Ul­
r ich s  w ill fu lfil a key e lem ent o f 
R eed R eferen ce  P u b lish in g ’s 
goal to in ternationalise  its data­
bases th ro u g h  jo in t v e n tu re  
agreem ents w ith  key reg ional 
vendors.

ISA is a service-driven  agent 
w h ose in te rn a tio n a l coverage  
included com prehensive region­
al data m aking it an ideal p a rt­
ner for this ven tu re . ■
