The D rom k een  M edal was 
in stitu ted  in 1982 by the 
G overnors o f  the C ourtney  
O ldm eadow  C hildren’s Literature 
Foundation. It is given annually to 
an Australian citizen w ho has pro­

vided a ‘significant contribution  to 
the appreciation and developm ent 
o f  children’s literature’. In the past 
it has been awarded to such nota­
ble authors, illustrators and book  
industry leaders as M aurice Saxby, 
Robert Ingp'en, M em  Fox and last 
year’s recipient, Julie Vivas.

A lf  M a p p in  has aim ed  
throughout his professional life to 
encourage a love o f  literature in his 
classroom. H e  taught them  drama 
and poetry, using a m ix o f  d iscus­
sions, activities and a sim ple joy o f  
reading.

T h ro u g h  his quiet assurance, 
dedication  an d  creative approach  
to literature in the classroom , A lf  
becam e a m uch sought after 
speaker an d  participant in ch il­
dren’s literature seminars and con ­
ferences.

But it is perhaps as the tireless, 
creative a n d  perceptive ed itor o f  
M agp ies , P a p ers  and T he L ite r a tu re  
Base  that A lf  M appin has had the 
greatest im p act on  ch ild ren ’s lit­
erature in A ustralia  and, indeed, 
all around th e  world. T hese three 
literary m agazines have a truly in ­
ternational circulation  and have 
succeeded in  putting Australia on 
the world literary map.

A lf is a valued m em ber in the 
Australian literature industry, in 
the C h ild ren ’s B ook  C o u n cil o f  
Australia, and as a hard-w orking  
and dedicated m em ber o f  the E ng­
lish Teachers A ssociation o f  W est­
ern Australia, the Australian  
Reading A ssociation and the A us­
tralian S oc iety  o f  A uthors, and  
other clubs and societies.

H e has put together tw o an­
th olog ies on Australian poetry: 
S in g  in  B r ig h t  co lours  and T a k in g  
th e  S u n , and he is the author o f  
over forty books, inclu d ing pupil 
texts and teaching materials for the 
W estern Australian E ducation D e ­
partm ent.

H is d ed ication  and service to 
children  and literature can on ly  
contin ue to benefit the public, giv­
ing us all a better understanding o f  
literature’s place in the world. ■
