A call for papers has already been posted on Autocat, Catlibs
and Asialibs, and has been published in inCite, New librarian and
Library life.

The conference will be held in the luxurious setting of the
Park Grand Hotel in the centre of Sydney. Social events will in-
clude a cocktail reception and a conference dinner.
