Hirshon will be their guest speaker
on Tuesday, 26 September.

Mr Hirshon has been the Uni-
versity Librarian (Director of Librar-
ies) at Wright State University,
Ohio since 1990. He has had many
years of experience in university li-
braries and has reengineered both
reference and technical services. He
will be in Australia in September to
attend the RAISS conference in Ad-
elaide, where he will be a keynote
speaker.

Wright State University was one
of the first libraries in Ohio to im-
plement the state of the art
OhioLINK library system. Under
Mr Hirshon’s leadership, Wright
State also created a local common
interface to the OhioLINK
databases, to a local CD-ROM net-
work, and Internet resources.

Some other efforts undertaken
during his administration included
radically changing the delivery of
reference and research services,
outsourcing cataloguing, and intro-

ducing team management to the
collection and outreach operations.

Arnold Hirshon has a substantial
publication record and is currently
working on a book entitled
Outsourcing library technical services,
due for publication in 1996. He isa
frequent lecturer in the United
States on the challenges presented by
electronic information and on or-
ganizational change.

Mr Hirshon will address the sec-
tions on the reengineering of librar-
ies, and technical services in
particular. He will cover the general
principles and methodologies of
reengineering and will explore issues
such as outsourcing, team-based
management and collaborative pro-
gramming.

Mr Hirshon will also present an
overview of current US develop-
ments in the area of technical serv-
ices management structures,
including the combining of techni-
cal services funcrions with other li-
brary funcrions, the flattening of the
organisational hierarchy and the fu-
ture of technical services.
