A  feasibility study for the development 
of C ILL A : The Co-ordinated

Interlib rary  Loan Adm inistration 
Project is now underway, judith G reenaw ay, 
docum ent delivery librarian at Monash U n i­
versity has been seconded to the project and 
w ill com plete the study by February next 
year.

The project was first proposed by Judith 
G reenaw ay, G eoff Payne (C A V A L Ltd) and 
Neil M cLean (M acquarie U n iversity ) and 
arose out of the need to provide a local 
interlibrary loan and docum ent de livery ad­
ministration system w hich would handle the 
com plex interlending management environ­
ment inherent in all such operations.

The project w ill be undertaken in close 
association with the National Document and 
Information Service team and the joint E lec­
tronic Docum ent D e livery Software project. 
This close association with other m ajor Aus­

tralian developments is to ensure that all sys­
tems w ill inter-operate efficiently. Mary Jack- 
son, Access and D e live ry  Services Consult­
ant, A ssociation of Research L ibraries w ill 
act as external adviser to the project.

The feasibility study has been funded by 
a grant from the A V C C 's  N ational P riority 
(Reserve) Fund, Improved Information Infra­
structure Program 2(a), supplem ented by 
additional funds from the Australian Council 
of Libraries and Inform ation Services, w ith 
adm inistrative support provided by C A V A L 
Ltd.
