Arts Victoria, through the Libraries Board of 
Victoria, offers scholarships each year for prac­
tising public  librarians. The scholarships are 
named in honour of em inent librarians 
M argery C Ramsay, FLAA  and the late Barrett 
Reid, both of whom  made outstanding contri­
butions to public Iibrarianship in V ictoria.

A n n e  H o lm es is m anager of lib rary serv­
ices at the C ity  of Bo ro o n d a ra  and  form er 
c ity  lib rarian  at the C ity  o f H aw th o rn . She 
has been a com m ittee  m em ber and o ffice  
bearer for a range of professional and co m ­
m un ity organ isations and has published  ex ­
tensively on issues of library and inform ation 
services.

The successful proposal from Ms Holmes, 
B e n c h m a rk in g  a n d  p e r fo rm a n c e  in d ic a to rs  fo r  
n e g o t ia te d  s e rv ic e  a g re e m e n ts , involved re­
searching benchmark and performance indica­
tors in Australia and overseas.

M s Holm es w ill undertake a study tour to 
investigate overseas d eve lop m en ts  in this 
area; develop a range of perform ance ind ica ­
tors and d eve lop  proform a benchm arks for 
negotiated service agreem ents, for use both 
at a statew ide level for fund ing  and also at a 
loca l level for libraries engaged in the co m ­
pulsory com petitive  tendering process.

The Lib raries Board  found  the p ro ject 
ve ry  w orthy of support, p a rticu la rly  in v ie w  
of the current pub lic  lib rary fund ing rev iew . 
The proposal covers a top ica l subject; it has 
not o b v io u s ly  been done  before and the 
overseas experiences w ill add to existing and 
current research. h

ONWARD TO FREEDOM is a “perfect bound” volume of 320 pages all up, with a r.r.p. of $9.95. Even so, 
the price to 28 February for public libraries is only $3.00 including postage and handling. Though this may 
not cover the advertisement and despatch costs, the undemocratic boycott must be defeated.
