T H e has been 
a m em ber of the 
A L IA  L ib ra ry  
T e ch n ic ia n  S e c ­
tion since its establishment, and w as pleased 
to participate in the early national techn ician  
conferences.

H e  started life in libraries in 1957 in the 
State Library of N e w  South W a les , w rapp ing  
newspapers, entering serials in kalam azoos 
and retrieving stack items. After tw o  years in 
the N e w  South W a le s  D epartm ent o f Pub lic  
W o rk s  L ib rary  he then spent o ve r fifteen 
years in various inform ation service jobs in 
the State Library, inc lud ing  the M itch e ll L i­
brary from 1966-1973. H e  m oved to V ic to ­
ria as state lib rarian  in 1981, and to C a n ­
berra four years later. H e  is proud to still be 
ab le to tie a library knot, having tied m any in 
his early  career.

W a rre n  lectured part-time in Sydney  for 
m any years, first for students in the Registra­
tion Exam inations of the then Lib rary Asso­
c ia tio n  of A ustra lia  and for m uch of the 
1970s in the techn ic ian  level course at Syd ­
ney T echn ica l C o llege .
