Intellectual infrastructure under threat

The falling  do lla r has caused a m ajor crisis 
for A ustra lian  un ive rs ity  lib raries, fo rcing  
them to cancel nearly $7 m illion in subscrip­
tions to over-seas publications.

The falling exchange rate com bined  w ith  
rising prices has forced the A N U  Library to 
cut about $800 000 of overseas serials sub­
scrip tions this year, lib rarian  C o lin  Stee le  
said. The cuts have been most severe in the 
sc iences. B y  the end of 1998, m ore than a 
third of b iom ed ica l pub lications w ill be d is­
continued , and about a quarter of all serials 
rece ived  by A N U  w ill be d iscontinued  and 
about a quarter of all serials rece ived  in sc i­
ence, law  and econom ics w ill be cance lled .

'T h e  m ajor research  co lle c tio n s  in this 
cou n try  are housed at un iversities and the 
C S IR O  and they are being d evasta ted .' M r 
Steele said. 'The intellectual infrastructure of 
this country  is under serious threat'.

The A N U  has jo in ed  o ther A ustra lian  
universities and the C S IR O  to form a 'fight­
ing fund ' and d eve lop  strategic and business 
plans for national in itiatives. The group w ill 
also attempt to increase pub lic  awareness of 
the prob lem s facing  A ustra lia 's  in te llectua l 
infrastructure.

'N o  one un ivers ity  can  so lve  this p rob ­
lem alone. W e  must form national and inter­
nationa l in itia tives to tack le  it', M r S tee le  
said.

Australian universities are facing a trip le ­
w h am m y of funding cuts, a rise in the cost of 
serials, and the w eak  dollar.

Busy postgrad students demand change

The chang ing  p ro file  of postgraduate stu­
dents has ch a llen g ed  the w a y  un ivers ities  
d e liv e r programs and the w a y  they organise 
support structures a cco rd in g  to M a iread  
B ro w n e , dean of the U n iv e rs ity  G rad u a te  
Schoo l at the U n ivers ity  of Technology, Syd ­

ney. The assum ption that postgraduate stu­
dents are 22-year-old m ale scholarship ho ld ­
ers studying full-time for a degree in sc ience 
is quite w rong.

Professor B ro w n e  said that keeping un i­
versity offices open outside of normal house 
w ou ld  not genera lly  by a v iab le  proposition, 
but a lternative  channe ls  of com m un ication  
—  fax and e-mail for exam p le —  cou ld  be 
better utilised to assist students.

To help a llev ia te  the problem s faced by 
those w o rk ing  and studying, the U n ivers ity  
of T e ch n o lo g y  S yd n e y  is redesigning  and 
upgrading the schoo l's  w ebsite. The project 
is p lanned  to inc lude chat lines and a fa c il­
ity for the e lectron ic  subm ission of adm in is­
trative forms.

Worrying statistics in Western Australia

W e s t A ustra lians m ake the few est visits to 
pub lic  libraries acco rd ing  to a recent report 
by the A ustra lian  Bureau  of Statistics. And  
acco rd in g  to the statistics it is the those in 
the ir late teens as w e ll as those aged be­
tw een  tw en ty  and thirty w h o  have deserted 
pub lic  libraries.

State L ib rarian , Lyn A llen , d isputes the 
figures and argues that m a in ta in ing  loans 
w as m ore re levant than visits. W est Austra l­
ians actu a lly  borrow  about eight books per 
person each  year —  about one book m ore 
than N e w  South W a le s  readers.

To com bat falling  visitor num bers, pub­
lic  lib raries in the state are im p lem enting  
on line  programs to help attract younger peo­
ple to the libraries. M ost libraries have inter­
net access, and are m oving tow ards on-line 
catalogues. There are plans to inc lude refer­
ence m aterial on-line, but M s A llen  believes 
that publishers w ill be reluctant to a llo w  free 
on-line access to fiction.

$1.8m funding
for library internet terminals

A  $1.8m  internet program  has been an ­
nounced  by A lan  Stockdale , V icto rian  m in ­
ister for in fo rm ation  te ch n o lo g y  and 
m u ltim ed ia .

Bill Clinton netted

W h e n  the a llegations of Pau la  Jones against 
president C lin ton  w ere  first m ade pub lic , the 
mainstream  m edia in the U n ited  States d isre­
garded them. It w as not until the publication  
of 'The D rudge Report' on the internet that 
the m ainstream  m ed ia  took the a llegations 
seriously. The p u b lica tio n  of the report on 
the internet seriously hurt president C lin ton  
—  once  the report w as on-line it w as im pos­
sib le to contro l the flo w  of inform ation.

The internet a llow s readers to process the 
inform ation, and it defeats censorsh ip  by in ­
terest groups. This w as the m otivation behind 
the decis ion  to p lace  the Starr report on the 
internet.

G iven  the dam age done to his reputation, 
it is ironic that president C lin ton  has been a 
strong b e lie ve r that the internet should  be 
free from governm ent regulation, advocating  
instead the use of filtering software.
