Town crier causes a stir during Australian Library Week

The Perth C ity Library w anted p ub lic ity  for Australian Li­
brary W e e k , and that is just w hat they got. The C ity of 
Perth m ounted a m ulti-faceted cam paign  during A us­

tralian Library W e e k  w h ich  inc luded  hiring a tow n crier to 
'c a ll ' on behalf of the library.

A  very  professional gentlem an w ith  a loud, c lear vo ice  
and a ringing bell created m ore attention than expected. H e 
strolled through the m ain central shopping  area inform ing 
shoppers of the new  location of the library, the library open ­
ing hours, the range of stock, and encourag ing  everyone to 
d iscover the library. H e  also handed out lib rary bookmarks 
and chatted w ith  passers-by. Local bookshop managers were 
not impressed, c la im ing  that he w as driv ing  their customers 
a w ay  by suggesting that they visit the lib rary instead.

The story m ade the front page of the West Australian, was 
the subject of talk-back radio on tw o  local stations —  and the 
location  of the library w as m entioned  at every  turn. The in­
stant reaction from the public  w as quite positive w ith  several 
peop le d iscovering  the lib rary im m ed ia te ly!

O th e r even ts inc lu d ed  in v o lv in g  ch ild ren  in a special 
storytim e at w h ich  they d iscovered  that libraries have cud ­
d ly  baby rabbits as w e ll as stories and fun w ith  cotton w oo l 
balls.

C ity  of Perth council staff w e re  invited  to find out what 
happens behind the security doors, and a d isp lay stand in the 
A lexander Library Bu ild ing  (the State Reference Library and 
headquarters of the Library and Inform ation Serv ice  of W e s t ­
ern Australia ) urged peop le to 'D isco v e r your pub lic  library
