Lorraine Vass calls it a day
Prominent Northern Territory librarian retires

A fter thirty-seven years in the 
workforce, the last ten spent with the 
Northern Territory Library Service, 

Lorraine Vass is calling it a day.

Lorraine's first job was as a library assist­
ant with the Moorabbin Free Library in M e l­
bourne. She joined the Library Association of 
Australia (LAA) in order to gain her profes­
sional qualifications. Two mornings a week 
she was released from work to attend lec­
tures, first at the State Library of Victoria and 
later at RMIT.

Although attending LAA meetings was an 
excellent means of networking, there were a 
lot of distractions. It was not until the 1970s 
that Lorraine becam e a particularly active 
member of the Association. By that time she 
had relocated to Coffs LJarbour on the M id 
North Coast of New  South W ales.

In late 1977 she started attending meet­
ings of the newly-formed M id North Coast 
Regional Croup. Lorraine was secretary of 
the group from 1978 to 1981 and was presi­
dent from 1982 until 1984. Through this 
time she was also active in the N ew  South 
W ales Public Libraries Section, an involve­
ment which continued when she moved to 
Sydney. Lorraine was a member of the sec­
tion's annual deputations to the New  South 
W a les premier in 1985 and 1986. From 
1986 to 1989 she represented public librar­
ies on the New  South W ales State Com mit­
tee of ACLIS.

Lorraine was recruited to the Northern 
Territory Library Service in 1989. After set­
tling into her job, Lorraine started attending 
Branch council meetings in Darwin, becom­
ing a member representing TAFE libraries in 
1991. She co-ordinated the Northern Terri­
tory committee of the ALIA/ACLIS TAFE Li­
braries National Lobbying Campaign in 
1992-93 and from 1995 to 1997 completed 
the presidential cycle. In 1998 she held the 
position of treasurer.

From 1995 until early 1999 Lorraine rep­
resented ALIA on CREATE (NT), the Northern 
Territory Cultural and Recreational Industries 
Training Advisory Board, serving as the 
board's chairperson and vice-chairperson in 
1997-98. O ver this time she was also a 
member of the course steering committee for 
the Certificate II in Skills for Library Workers 
in Remote Areas, developed by the Northern 
Territory University.

From 1992 until 1996 Lorraine was a 
member of the Northern Territory Divisional 
Committee of ACLIS, serving as its chairper­
son during 1995/96. She won, by national 
election, a place on the national committee 
from 1994 until 1996.

In M ay Lorraine was awarded A LIA 's 
1999 Northern Territory Library and Informa­
tion Service Com munity Award. Currently, 
Lorraine is a member of the Northern Terri­
tory Literacy Awards committee and a direc­
tor of the Darwin Entertainment Centre. a
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
