2 00 0  q u a lity  A ustra las ian  in fo rm ation  sources. A V E L  has 
been d eve lop ed  through a un iq ue  partnersh ip  b etw een  the 
lib rary co m m u n ity  and the en g ineerin g  a ca d e m ic  and  p ro ­
fess iona l co m m u n it ie s  scattered  across A ustra lia .

A ssoc ia te  Professor D a v id  R ad c liffe  from the M e c h a n i­
ca l En g ineerin g  D e p artm en t o f the U n iv e rs ity  o f Q u e e n s ­
land  is the lead er of the group  that has created  this v irtua l 
lib rary .

listings, and access to full-text theses. An  o n lin e  bookshop  
c o v e r in g  e n g in e e r in g , IT an d  latest w e b  re so u rce s  in

re le v a n t f ie ld s  is a lso  in c lu d e d . ’ P ro fesso r R a d c liffe  
ex p la in ed .

For ex am p le , you  
c an  loo k  up m a n u fa c tu r in g  o r so ftw a re  e n g in e e r in g  or 
search  for a c o n fe re n ce  on so ftw a re  secu rity  and  access  
resources w h ic h  h ave  been  h and-p icked , ind exed  using 
m etadata  and  updated  by lib rarians and  industry experts ,’ 
P ro fessor R ad c liffe  ad ded .
