
Winners announced
National Children's Youth Services Section Bess Thomas and Marjorie Cotton Awards 2000

The w inners of the National C h il­
dren's Youth Services section 
awards have been announced. 

Sarah Steed from Parramatta City Library 
Service is the w inner of the Marjorie Cot­
ton Aw ard , and the Youth link 
infoexchange program of the Yarra-Mel- 
bourne Regional Library Corporation is 
the recipient of the Bess Thomas award.

Sarah Steed is responsible for the co ­
ordination of programs and services for 
ch ild ren  and youth at the central and 
branch libraries of the Parramatta City 
Library Service. Her duties include co l­
lection developm ent, customer service 
and staff developm ent. Sarah has been 
active ly involved in the developm ent of 
web pages. In her own library service she 
has developed the website 
'ParraK ID Sm atta ', and the A L IA  C h il­
dren's and Youth Services N S W  section 
website.

Sarah's interest and service to the 
profession extends beyond her own li­
brary service, with active involvem ent in 
the Ch ild ren 's L ibrarian 's A llian ce  of 
W estern  Sydney, the Ch ild ren 's Book 
Council, and as publicity officer for the

ALIA  Children's and Youth Services sec­
tion N S W  committee. Sarah has acted as 
zone co-ordinator for the 'N estle  W rite  
Around Australia' program.

Sarah has been invited to participate 
in workshops on children 's storytelling, 
to present papers on her involvem ent 
with the 'ParraK ID Sm atta ' website, and 
on 'C h ild ren 's  activ ity  in confined 
spaces'.

Sarah is a w orthy recip ient of this 
award which  recognises her outstanding 
contribution to ch ild ren 's and young 
adult services and continues the high 
standard set by previous w inners of this 
award, Heather Fisher and N arelle  
Poulton.

Yarra-M elbourne Regional Library 
Corporation's Youth link infoexchange 
2000 w ill be the recip ient of the Bess 
Thomas award for 2000. The Youthlink 
infoexchange was lanched in January 
1999 to provide activities for the youth 
w ho used the Carlton branch library. 
Young people had free access to comput­
ers with internet applications, M icrosoft 
Office, web page design, digital imaging

software, typing and games applications. 
Free training in the use of the software 
and web page creation was provided and 
the young people's work was displayed 
on the Youth link  website [http:// 
w w w.yarranet.net.au/youthline]. H om e­
work help was added to meet the needs 
of the participants. The project w ill con ­
tinue in 2000 with a greater emphasis on 
offering more homework help.

The aims of the project are commend­
able: to promote pre-literacy and literacy 
support amongst culturally and linguisti­
ca lly  diverse young people, and to in­
crease school retention rates by support­
ing the students to meet school curriculum 
requirements. The project aims to give 
young people social and life skills to cope 
with social and employment issues; access 
to labour market services; and access to 
community support services.

The project is co-ordinated by Sarah 
M arland, a qualified social worker, and 
operates each w eekday afternoon at the 
Carlton Library from 4:00 to 6:00pm and 
on weekends. The award money w ill be 
spent on promotion of the participants' 
websites. ■
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
