National Botanic Gardens
Discover the beauty of Australian plants

The A ustra lian  N a ­
tiona l Bo tan ic  G a r ­
dens (A N B G ) on 
B lack  M ountain  is ad­
m in istered  by the 
B iod iversity  G roup  of 
'En v iro n m en t A us­
tra lia '.

The A N B G  m ain ­
tains a sc ien tific  c o l­
lection  of native 
p lants from all parts 
of Austra lia . The 
plants are used for re­
search into plant clas­
sifica tion  and b io l­
ogy. A  herbarium  of 

preserved p lant specim ens is c lo se ly  associated w ith  the liv ­
ing co llection .

V is ito rs in w h ee lch a irs , parents w ith  
prams, and those for w hom  w a lk ing  can be a 
p rob lem , w ill find the m ain  path provides 
easy access to explore the G arden 's  treasures.
In less than an hour you can  experience the 
d ivers ity  of A ustra lia 's  flo ra l heritage, from 
co lo u rfu l cu ltiva rs  to rare and  threatened  
plants that are at risk of being lost forever in 
the w ild . A N B G  is open between 9:00am and 
5 :00pm  da ily . O f  interest is the bookshop  
w h ich  has a w id e  range of inform ation about 
the gardens and other horticu ltural issues.
