< Ensure that the range of activities
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cover both metropolitan and regional
areas and suit the aims, needs and

requirements the division.

« Activities may include a range of
breakfasts, luncheons, picnics or din-
ner celebrations, or other activities as

deemed appropriate by the division.

Promotion of the National

Library
Technicians Day activities may in-
clude articles in inCite, state newslet-
ters, on the ALIAlibtec discussion list,
in your local newspapers, through fli-
ers, mail outs, and at displays at your
local library, shopping centres, and

within your workplace.

Market ALIA by raising awareness
and profile of ALIA, but outlining to
students, library technicians and li-
brary assistants, the benefits of ALIA
to become

Promote and celebrate library techni-
cian achievements and personalities,
for example through the presentation
