They spent some of their class time 
and much of their own time preparing 
displays in both the Devonport and 
Burnie Campus libraries and the State 
Library in Burnie and Adult Education 
in Devonport. The theme of the week

displays featuring hairdressing, hospi­
tality, photography, technology, and a 
special display of childrens books and 
animals for National Simultaneous 
Storytime. The Art Department sup­
plied poster-sized artwork of E d w a rd  
the em u.

Designated Libraries Online Day, 
on Friday 18 May, the library staff en­
couraged students to widen their exper­
tise with online databases such as the 
library catalogue.

Library and information Week 
proved highly successful as a training and 
public relations exercise in the North- 
West. The fines amnesty was well re­
ceived and did not prove difficult to ad­
minister, while the prize draw had 
everyone remembering to bring their li­
brary card by the end of the week.
