This conference is a marked
departure from previous biennial
conferences. An intense and chal-
lenging program will feature in-
vited speakers only and all ses-
sions will be plenaries. Speakers
have been largely drawn from out-
side the information profession
and have been invited to partici-
pate because they have been iden-
tified as key players in the various
entreprises on which we will fo-
cus.

Hear the papers, participate in
facilitated discussions at the con-
ference and play a part in the de-
velopment of a public policy
agenda.

Day one of the program will
begin by reviewing the economic
and social context in which we
operate. Speakers include Dr Terry
Cutler, chair of the Australia

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with delegates throughout the conference,
bringing the threads of the conference to-
gether on the final afternoon and setting the
parameters for a public policy and profes-
sional agenda so that our library and infor-
mation services can support the develop-
ment of a prosperous knowledge economy.

Speakers will be profiled over several is-
sues of inCite. In this issue we feature Terry
Cutler and Hugh Mackay.

Dr Terry Cutler heads Cutler & Company,
a consulting practice specialising in the con-
vergence sector of communications and
online services. Cutler & Company works ex-
tensively on projects such as operator licens-
ing, corporate strategy and commercial trans-
actions, and government industry policy and
regulation. Terry has authored numerous in-
fluential reports on the new information
economy and electronic commerce and has
worked extensively with governments in Aus-
tralia and Asia on sector legislation, regula-
tion and industry development.

Before establishing his consulting prac-
tice, Terry's career had been with Telecom
Australia, now Telstra. During his time with
Telstra the corporation was subject to major
regulatory change, along with the introduc-
tion of competition.

Terry has served on numerous govern-
ment boards and advisory bodies, taking a
special interest in government's role in the
new global information economy, including
chairing Australia's National Bandwidth In-
quiry in 1999.

Terry is currently chairman of the Aus-
tralian Information Economy Advisory Coun-
cil. He is a member of the International Ad-
visory Panel of Malaysia's Multimedia Super
Corridor, reflecting his strong interest in the
role of, and opportunities for, Asian coun-
tries in the new information era. He is also
chairman of the Australia Council, having
previously chaired its New Media Arts
Board, and he is on the council of the Victo-
rian College of the Arts, fie has previously
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served as a director of Cinemedia and Op-
era Australia.

Hugh Mackay is a psychologist, social
researcher and writer. He has made a life-
long study of the attitudes and behaviour of
the Australian community and, for the past
twenty-two years, has been publishing his
findings in the quarterly research series, The
MacKay Report. He has also written four
bestsellers in the field of social pyschology:
Reinventing Australia (1993), The good lis-
tener (or\g\na\\y published in 1994 as Why
don't people listen!), Generations (1997)
and Turning point (1999).

He is a graduate of the University of Syd-
ney and Macquarie University, a Fellow of
the Australian Psychological Society, an
honorary professorial fellow in the Mac-
quarie Graduate School of Management,
chairman of the Trustees of Sydney Gram-
mar School and a former deputy chairman
of the Australia Council.

In recognition of his pioneering work in
social research, he has been awarded hon-

orary doctorates by Charles Sturt
and Macquarie Universities.

He has been a weekly newspa-
per columnist for the past eight
years and is a frequent commentator
on radio and television. Hugh is
also the author of three novels.
