A re you a n ew  budd ing  lib rarian  or 
library techn ic ian? H ave  you recently 
com pleted your studies, and now  find 

yourself in the big w id e  w orld  of the library 
and inform ation  profession? O r  are you a 
student just about to em bark on your career? 
If you answ er 'yes' to any of these questions, 
then the A L IA  N e w  G raduates G roup  (N G G ) 
is for you!

The N G G  is an initiative of the A L IA  N ew  
G eneration  Po licy  and A d v iso ry  G rou p . It 
can be quite isolating and daunting being a 
new  graduate in any profession. The diverse 
nature of the inform ation  profession and 
the different career paths are perhaps even 
m ore of cha lleng e  for lib rary and in fo rm a­
tion graduates. As a new  graduate ho w  do 
you know  w hat options are ava ilab le  to you? 
W h o  can  you ask for a d v ice ? H o w  do you 
meet others in the profession? And  ho w  do 
you develop  your skills and experience? It is 
hoped that the N G G  w ill assist in the transi­
tion from student to being an active m em ber 
of the library and inform ation profession. In 
a survey cond ucted  at the N ew  Librarians 
Sym posium  last year, delegates nom inated  
the creation  of a N e w  G raduates G ro u p  as 
their num ber one priority.

N G G  w ill provide a forum for new  gradu­
ates to com m un icate  and socia lise w ith  c o l­
leagues and build relationships and networks 
w ith in  the profession. The N G G  is a national 
group w ith  a strong virtual presence through 
the w eb  and an e-list. A ctive  regional groups 
w ill also be established w h ich  w ill participate 
in social and C P D  activities that are particu ­
larly relevant to those new  to the library and 
information sector.

M em bersh ip  of the group is open to all 
A L IA  members. The N G G  is inc lu s ive  of li­

brarians, techn icians and anyone interested 
in the support and deve lop m en t of new  
graduates. The group does not have any 
restrictions that prevent peop le  becom ing  
mem bers based on their experience or age. 
The N G G  hopes to support those at student 
level, graduate level and others in the early 
stages of their careers.

The N G G  w ill:

• facilitate networking for the new  genera­
tion of library professionals.

• p rovide a forum for the discussion of is­
sues relevant to new  professionals.

• organise meetings and training specifical­
ly relevant to students and new  graduates: 
for exam ple interview  skills, resume w rit­
ing, career deve lop m en t and p lanning, 
and m eetings w here  guest speakers talk 
about various career opportunities.

• facilitate the introduction of new  gradu­
ates into the w id er A L IA  com m unity.

• support and assist w ith  m entoring pro ­
grams in each state.

• prom ote the profession to future genera­
tions of library professionals.

• w o rk  c lo se ly  w ith  o ther A L IA  groups 
to encourage a ttendance  at other A L IA  
meetings and events.

• publish  a new sletter w ith  stories of re l­
evance  to students and new  graduates.
