Frankston Library Service manager Fleather Phillips said
that this was first library service of its type in Victoria. 'Our
aim is to bring books to people who find that they just don't
have enough time to browse and borrow a book at the li-
brary. Frankston Library express has been designed to provide
a quick selection and borrowing process for people on the

move."
