In 2004, the ALIA Library and In-
formation Week Planning and Adviso-
ry Group developed a new model for
Library and Information Week (LIW)
2005.

It was agreed that ALIA would
not continue with particular themes
for LIW developed year by year, but
would instead focus on building a
strong program of events and activi-
ties aimed at raising awareness of the
value of libraries and information
services and information professionals
across the sector, supported by suit-
able marketing collateral. In this way

it will be possible to broaden
the appeal of LIW to a wider
audience.

As in previous years, ALIA
National Office will design,
market and distribute promo-
tional merchandise for Library
and Information Week. This
merchandise includes posters
and bookmarks, and will be
available for order from ALIA's
website from 30 March 2005.
The LIW 2005 merchandise
will be aimed at three differ-
ent target audiences:

« children, school and public
libraries;

« information science/int'or-
mation online, with a focus
on promoting librarians ex-
pertise, products and serv-
ices in libraries; and

e a general audience, which pro-
motes libraries and library and
information services to a tertiary
student population.
