The strategic fram ework 
aim s to guide the pu b lic  lib rary 
sector over the next decade by out­
lining the roles that public libraries 
play in achieving com m unity out­
comes and proposing a number of 
areas for developm ent to achieve 
this vision.

The evaluation report provides an 
external v iew  of the Libraries and 
Knowledge Centres concept in the 
early developm ent phase, a snap­
shot of the progress to date, and co l­
lects baseline information to guide 
future developments. The evaluation 
is also a strategic process in the de­
veloping phase to ensure clear ar­
ticu la tion  between the Northern 
Territory Library's policy objectives 
and the Northern Territory Govern­
ment's plan for developm ent and 
capacity building in the regions. ■

W ith over 480 000 residents, 
Gold Coast City is the second larg­
est Local Government Area by pop­
ulation in Australia, with 14 branch 
libraries, a local studies library, a 
corporate library and two m obile 
libraries.

G C C C  selected the 3M One-Tag 
RFID  System because of its s im ­
p licity of im plem entation, proven 
ability to improve efficiencies and 
ergonomics in the w orkp lace , in­
crease productivity and enable staff 
to deliver higher levels of customer 
service to library members.

Tagging of the library's 700 000 
item collection started in June, with 
installation of RFID equipment at all 
branch libraries scheduled for Au­
gust and O ctober 2006. The RFID  
tag, with its tiny m icrochip, allows 
staff to identify and locate materials 
within the library without removing 
items from the shelves, s im p lifys 
check-in  and checkout (for both 
customers and staff), enables item 
security , autom ated returns and 
sorting.

3M RFID  is installed at 12 other 
Austra lian  libraries and over 155 
libraries globally. ■
