I have been 
asked on a n u m b e r o f occa s io ns  'W as 
the  ad w o r th  it? ' The q u ic k  a n sw e r is 
yes -  and no. I d id n 't  get a lib ra ry  m an­
ager e -m a ilin g  m e to  say "I have a jo b , 
w h e n  can you  start?" H o w eve r, it was 

good  p ro o f o f  m y use o f in it ia t iv e  and 
m y keenness to  o b ta in  e m p lo y m e n t in 
th e  lib ra ry  f ie ld .  W o u ld  I ru n  th e  ad 
again, if I w e re  lo o k in g  fo r  w o rk  in the 

lib ra ry  f ie ld  aga in? Yes, b u t I w o u ld  
s h o w  e a ch  p o te n t ia l e m p lo y e r  th e  
m ag az ine  and the  ad.

If the re  is on e  th in g  I ga in ed  fro m  
m y  e x p e rie n c e , it w as tha t if  you  lack 
w o rk  e x p e rie n c e  -  w h ic h  to  m y m in d  
seem s to  c o u n t fo r  fa r to o  m uch  in  l i ­
b ra ry  assistant p o s itio n s  -  you  need to  
ga in  'p o in ts ' in o th e r areas. For e x a m ­
p le , I re a lise d  th a t a c u rre n t f irs t a id  
c e r t if ic a te  w o u ld  be a b ig  p lus , and  I 
o b ta in e d  a N a tio n a l C r im in a l H is to ry  
C heck  (here in NSW , you can no t ap p ly  
fo r  a W o rk in g  w ith  C h ild re n  C h eck , 
un less y o u  are an e m p lo ye e , b u t th is  
is a s ta rt) , p lu s  m y  A L IA  m e m b e r­
sh ip . The o th e r th in g  tha t h it m e ea rly  
on  w a s  th a t so m e tim e s  a s k il l c o u ld  
b r id g e  across e m p lo y m e n t areas. I had 
been w o rk in g  as a stores person , and 
th is  gave  m e o rg a n is a tio n a l sk ills , as 
w e ll as sk ills  in  w o rk in g  w ith  a n u m ­
be red  c la s s if ic a tio n . W h ile  on the  sur­
fa c e  a jo b  m a y  n o t lo o k  as if  it has 
an y  re le v a n t s k il l th a t c o u ld  be  used 
in  a lib ra ry , th in k  o u ts id e  th e  square  
fo r  s k ills  th a t yo u  m ay n o t have c o n ­

s ide red  m e n tio n in g .

The w o rd  'e x p e r ie n c e ' com e s up 
m any tim es in ads fo r  lib ra ry  positions, 
and  I ca n n o t stress to o  h ig h ly  jus t h o w  
v a lu a b le  th is  seems to  be. If you  have 
a des ire  to  w o rk  in  a la w  lib ra ry  -  go 
a n d  see if  y o u  c a n n o t v o lu n te e r  in  
o n e , a n d  g a in  as m u c h  k n o w le d g e  
as yo u  can , and  document it\\ W r ite  
d o w n  e v e ry th in g  yo u  do  each day in 
an e x e rc is e  b o o k , m a k in g  as m a n y  
no tes  a b o u t h o w  it w as d o n e , an d  
w hy. Never be a fra id  to  ask questions; 
k n o w in g  w h y  it w as  d o n e  th a t w a y  
leads to  m o re  kn o w le d g e .
