VALAS Robert DWillianson Award 2006

he winner of the Robert D Wil-

liamson Award for 2006 is Lloyd

Sokvitne. This is VALA's most pres-
tigious award. It commemorates one of
the early pioneers of our industry, Bob
Williamson. Mrs Enid Williamson present-
ed the award at the VALAO6 conference
dinner. It is presented biennially to an
individual or organisation who or which,
in the opinion of the judging panel, has
made and is currently making an outstand-
ing contribution to the development of in-
formation technology usage in Australian
libraries and is positively and significantly
influencing development in information
technology usage within libraries.

This award publicly acknowledges the
outstanding contribution he has made and
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is continuing to make to the profession.
Lloyd Sokvitne's earlier years in librar-
ies were spent on what some might re-
gard as an apprenticeship in cataloguing
and collection development. In the early
1980s,he moved into Systems Support and
Development in the State Library of Tas-
mania. Here he became a leading force
in the development of web indexing serv-
ices and web portal delivery, not only at
state level, but nationally. His expertise in
metadata, combined with an interest in in-
formation discovery on the web and web
content preservation led to the develop-
ment and implementation of an open re-
pository service for electronic documents
in Tasmania. -
