In acknowledgment of the use of library re­

sources to support teaching and learning, 

The University of Queensland Library has 

recently launched a new prize, the Library 

Excellence Award. This award may be pre­

sented to up to three U Q  undergraduates 

who demonstrate excellence in the use of 

the Library to enhance their studies. The 

prize is worth $500 cash to each w inner 

and is awarded annually.

Ms Mani Heck (Bachelor of Applied S c i­

ence, U Q  Catton) and Mr Anton Petrenko 

(International Exchange student in Psychol­

ogy, U Q  St Lucia) were the inaugural w in ­

ners of this award and joined senior library 

staff for a special morning tea to celebrate.

To be considered for the prize, both Mani 

and Anton wrote a 500-700 word essay and 

submitted two statements of support from 

academ ic staff. The ir app lications were 

considered the best in demonstrating:

• sophistication, originality and/or 

unusual depth or breadth in the use of 

Library resources, databases, primary 

resources and materials in all media,

• significant personal learning and the 

development of a habit of research 

and inquiry that shows the likeli­

hood of persisting in future, and

• exceptional ability to locate, se­

lect, evaluate and synthesise library 

resources and to use them in the 

creation of a project in any media 

that shows originality and/or has the 

potential to lead to original research.

In her essay's concluding remarks, Ms Heck 

said, 'The Library has not only allowed me 

to achieve excellent academ ic results, but 

it has done so in a way that I have always 

felt safe to develop and follow my dreams.' 

Ms Heck plans to complete a PhD in im­

munology upon graduation.

Mr Petrenko summarised how useful the 

Library had been to him with the comment, 

'I have been taught by the U Q  Library how 

to find useful inform ation in practica lly  

every field, a skill I can use in the future 

as I take on more varied courses.'Th is w ill 

certainly be of value when he returns to his 

home country.
