to restricted access and limited funding are just a few of the 
issues that sometimes need to be navigated.

In keeping with the theme 'Breaking Barriers', the 4 th ALIA  
New Librarians Symposium (NLS4), provides new and not so 
new graduates including those who work w ithin the special 
library sector, the opportunity to network, exchange ideas and 
learn how to overcom e barriers currently facing library and 
information professionals.

These presentations promise 
to provide discussion on how to overcome employment, 
promotion, stereotype and professional developm ent barriers 
that exist w ithin our industry.

experience', offering tours of local innovative libraries and 
hosting a cocktail party and symposium dinner guaranteed to 
break down any confidence barriers that delegates may have 
been suffering, prior to their arrival at the sym posium .

W ith such an exciting program to look forward to, prospective 
delegates have no excuse.

Tours that the Committee has planned for delegates is sure to 
be a highlight!

The satellites begin with the A A RLIN  Users Group planning 
a 2-day meeting on Friday 29th and Saturday 30th August in 
the Seminar Room of the Campus Library at Charles Darw in 
University. This is to be followed by th eA LIA  National Advisory 
Congress meeting at the Convention Centre in the afternoon 
of Monday 1st September 2 .30pm -5pm  -  to which all ALIA  
members are invited.

Hospital. Later that afternoon ASLA  are hosting a workshop 
entitled 'Showcase of Excellence: Teacher Librarians at W ork' 
at the Convention Centre.

But if none of these events appeal then one of the library tours 
is sure to entice. For a small town, A lice  Springs has a number 
of libraries and we are showcasing an interesting cross-section 
in the library tours.

Tour 1 visits the library at Alice Springs Campus of Charles
D arw in  University, one of on ly four joint-use libraries in 
Australia catering for 3 sectors of education. From there, the 
tour w ill continue to Alice Springs Public Library, famous for 
its Akaltye Antheme Collection , a local knowledge collection 
which won the Library Stars prize for 2006. The Strehlow  
Research Centre is the last stop for the day, where there is a 
wealth of material collected by T G H  Strehlow during his years 
studying the Aboriginal people of Central Australia. There w ill 
also be an opportunity to visit the Natural History Museum 
and the Araluen Art Gallery.

Tour 2 visits the N T Archives Service which is the archival 
authority for the Northern Territory Governm ent followed by 
St Philip's High School Library which services an independent 
co-educational day/boarding college. The third stop is the 
Alice Springs School o f the A ir, which supports students of the 
largest classroom in the world through Interactive Distance 
Learning (IDL).

Tour 3 first ca lls at the Central Land Council Library, a library 
that supports the role and function of the Land Council in its 
work for justice for the Indigenous population of the region. 
From there the tour moves on to the Batchelor Institute  
of Indigenous Tertiary Education Library; a dual sector 
education provider aiming at improving self determination
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and em ployment opportunities for Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander peoples. The final stop for the day is at the Institute for 
Aboriginal Development Library w hich works alongside the 
institute's program for the education and training, language 
and culture and research and publishing.
