Like m an y 
others, the library re-cases all n e w  CDs an d  DVDs 
into security ca se s  an d  is currently investigating 
m oving to Radio Freq uency  Identification (RFID) 
w h ich  w ould  require all existing discs to b e  re-cased  
ye t ag a in . W e will also b e  m aking use of V ictorian  
c o m p a n y  D iscBack's free  co llection  an d  recyc ling  
se rv ice  for CD s an d  re la ted  m aterials. It is an  exciting 
initiative for the library an d  has b een  e m b ra c e d  with 
enthusiasm .
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
